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The Commitment

CHAT is a Christian community development organization that seeks the peace and well-being of Church Hill. Our goal is simply to be neighbors and invite our friends, families and communities to be neighbors with us. When we say "open homes", we mean it. Many CHAT activities happen in the context of the home. Tutoring and life-skills training, for example, take place in actual houses where families reside. Our hope is that by making the residents of our inner-city community a part of our family, God will be able to "transform hearts" and in doing so change the harsh reality of the urban environment. It is our hope that you will get to know us and join us in this task.


Internship Specifics

· Living in Church Hill for 10 weeks

· Study program on Urban Ministry, Racial Reconciliation, Multi-ethnicity in the Church, and the Kingdom of God, involving readings, small group discussions, and blogs

· Supervision and Discipleship of Street Leaders (High School Interns from CHAT) 

· Participation in either
· CHAT Summer Day Camp – Camp Counselor for one of the camps Huddle Groups (activities include leading Bible Time, Crafts, Sports, Field Trips, etc)
or 
· CHAT Entrepreneurship – Leading two Street Leaders in running a summer business. Past businesses have included Woodworking, Sewing, and Daycare
or 
· CHAT High School MIX – Assist with the design and running of our program for HS students (activities include Bible Studies, College Visits, Documentary Viewings and Discussions, Games, and Field Trips)

· Attendance of East End Fellowship, a local multi-ethnic church that meets in Church Hill (including responsibility in one area of service in the life of the church – for example, worship team, hospitality, nursery)

· Travel to Summer’s Best Two Weeks (SB2W) with CHAT kids as a culmination of summer experience – Interns working with HS students and the oldest Day Camp Huddles should be prepared to attend SB2W

· CHAT/EEF Vacation Bible School – Interns who do not go to SB2W will be expected to help run the CHAT/EEF Vacation Bible School for the younger children in CHAT 

· Observing a weekly Sabbath.

Finances/Housing

Interns are required to participate in fundraising to raise support for the ministry and a summer salary.  CHAT Staff will train interns in the process of raising support. Interns may raise as much as $3,000 for their summer salary.

A board member, staff person, or community friend of CHAT provides housing to interns at no cost. All interns will live in Church Hill for the 10-week duration of the internship.
